According to Article 112 of the Constitution of In-
dia, it is mandatory for the government to present
the Union Budget in the Parliament before the be-
ginning of each financial year. This budget outlines
the estimated-receivables and payables for the up-
coming financial year running from 1 April to 31
March.

The Central Gevemment constituted a committee
to recommend _steps to protect the interests of the
Scheduled Caste communities. This committee will
ensure fair allocation of benefits to the most de-
prived communities of the Scheduled Castes. This
committee will be headed by the Cabinet Secretary.
Secretaries of the Ministry of Home Affairs, De-
partment of Personnel and Training, Ministry of
Tribal Affairs, Department of Legal Affairs and De-
partment of Social Justice and Empowerment will
be members of the committee.
